Here’s the structure for Sunday liturgist.
 
1. arrive at church at 8:30 am, pick up the run sheet from the powerpoint area in the back of the sanctuary, meet with the other liturgy team members in the library. 

2. go over the order of worship on the run sheet, set the day’s duties—who is doing what, then pray for the pastor and the service. 

3. go to narthex and greet. 

4. liturgist—sit in front row on right side. 

5. after opening song—go up to pulpit, welcome the congregation to worship, introduce yourself, and invite them to stand and welcome one another. 

6. after approximately 2 minutes (unless it is extended greet-the 2nd Sunday then 5-7 minutes) go back to the pulpit 

a. call attention to the visitor’s insert. 

b. Read the call to worship—on back of the run sheet. Then sit down. 

7. after final worship song— 

a. go up to pulpit and lead the congregation in prayer—use “we” and “our”, not “I” and “my”—conclude with the lord’s prayer. 

b. At 9 am, introduce the ministry moment—if we have one. If not …(go to d.) 

c. At 10:45 am, intro kids t—if not …l

d. Introduce the doxology—“in response to God’s gifts to us let’s stand and praise him with the doxology” 

e. After the dox, say the prayer of dedication—
